* In 1969, a small group of Pennsylvania snowmobilers
met in Marienville to discuss the many snowmobile bills
being introduced by the State Legislature, some of which
were viewed as having adverse impacts on
snowmobiling in the Commonwealth.

* The Pennsylvania State Snowmobile Association  was
formed as a result of this collaboration. Primarily
through the work of two legislators, Rep. Bennett and
Hopkins and the PSSA, a comprehensive snowmobile
law was passed. This legislation was considered to be
some of the best snowmobile legislation in the US at that
time.
