Recently I spoke to DCNR’s Todd Miller regarding 
the ordering of snowmobile safety course supplies 
and the training of adult students per DCNR’s letter 
of December 13, 2017.  Mr. Miller asked me to pass 
along the following information.

Snowmobile safety class supplies can be obtained 
by mailing the completed “Snowmobile Safety Class 
Supply Order Form” to the address listed on the 
bottom of the form, faxing it to 717-783-5109, 
or scanning and e-mailing the  form to Deb Fisler at 
dfisler@pa.gov. If you have questions  regarding 
snowmobile class supplies, please contact Ms. Fisler at 
717-787-3444.

Regarding the training of adult students, Mr. 
Miller informed me that DCNR has recreated the 
formerly-available “Adult Certificate of Completion” 
to issue to adult students that stay for, and actively 
participate in, youth snowmobile safety courses. As 
per previous practice, it will not not be necessary to 
include adult students’ names on the “Student Roster”, 
adults students do not have to take the exam unless 
they want to, and adult students are not to receive 
the “Snowmobile Safety Training Certificates” that are 
issued to the youth students upon successful course 
completion.

The “Adult Certificates of Completion” are 
currently available in electronic form from Ms. Fisler. 
If, like me, you don’t have a high-capacity color 
printer, Mr. Miller suggested that instructors contact 
Ms. Fisler to print the certificates for them and include 
them in safety supply orders shipments.

I asked Mr. Miller to consider including the “Adult 

Certificates of Completion” on the “Snowmobile Safety 
Class Supply Order Form” and he  said that DCNR 
would consider that idea.

Finally, Mr. Miller emphasized to me that 
instructors should not mail the electronic version of the 
certificates to adult students that complete the course 
in order to prevent unauthorized distribution of those 
documents to adults that do not actually participate in 
a youth safety course.

Thank You for your continued dedication to the 
youth snowmobilers in PA!
